California Community Transitions (CCT) Update

For the period Oct. 2008 through Aug. 2011
Transitions
From October 2008 through Aug 11, 2011, CCT lead organizations and partnering state departments have supported 591 individuals in their transitions.  Additionally, 388 individuals are in various stages of transition planning at the present time.
· Of the individuals who have moved to the community, 520 enrolled in CCT and 71 others were either ineligible or chose not to be part of the demonstration.
· Of the 520 participants who transitioned successfully, 200 have completed the demonstration period of 365 days.
