PUBLIC NOTICE AND REMOTE ACCESS TO COUNCIL AND COMMITTEE MEETINGS
California Child Welfare Council

Public notice shall be given for the date, time, location and conference call number of all Council meetings and the meetings must be accessible to the public.

If a Council member joins the meeting via conference call, public notice must be given for the location from which the Council member is calling, and the location must be accessible to the public.

No public notice or disclosure of location is required for non-Council members to join the meeting via conference call.

Child Welfare Council Committees and Workgroups
