	Requires claims for payments pursuant to the inpatient hospital reimbursement methodology to be increased by a specified percent for the 2015–16 fiscal year, and would require, commencing July 1, 2016, and annually thereafter, the department to increase each diagnosis-related group payment claim amount based on increases in the medical component of the California Consumer Price Index.

	Streamlines Dept. Public Health updating process for health care standards of practice in health facilities and clinics.

	AB 664
	Asm. Bill Dodd (D-04)
	Requires the LAO to evaluate and report on the outcomes of, and lessons learned from the pilot phase of the Universal Assessment tool (as it relates to HSC Sec. 1796.44(a).

	AB 763
	Asm. Autumn Burke (D-62)
Asm. Susan Bonilla (D-14)
	Increases the “income disregard” amounts to $369 for an individual, or $498 in the case of a couple enrolled in the Medi-Cal program, and requires income disregards be adjusted annually. The income standard determined may not be less than the SSI/SSP payment level the individual or couple, as applicable, receives or would receive as a disabled or blind individual or couple.
