5. MSSP Panel – Beyond the Waiver


In December of 2008, The SCAN Foundation convened knowledgeable providers, researchers and policymakers to discuss care coordination models including the Multipurpose Senior Services Program (MSSP). Challenges and recommendations from the group were documented in a summary brief and in a PowerPoint presentation. 
Panelists will highlight two discussions that were validated at a May 2009 MSSP Site Association meeting:
· Benefits of expanded use of information technology in MSSP; and 

· Administrative challenges in sharing participant information for care coordination across programs and services.

Discussion with members will seek input on both expanded use of information technology and strategies to address HIPPA compliance while improving providers’ ability to coordinate program services. 

6. California Working Disabled Program 
In light of the importance of employment in CalWORKS and shrinking available state funds, workers and job seekers with disabilities should know about Medi-Cal’s California Working Disabled program. The California Health Incentives Improvement Project (CHIIP) receives federal funds to increase access to employment and healthcare for people with disabilities. CHIIP staff and members will discuss opportunities through existing federal and State funded employment supports that can increase the quality and quantity of employment outcomes.
