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Housing Allowed Under the Mental Health Services Act

Both temporary and permanent housing for individuals with Serious Emotional Disorder and Serious Mental Illness and their families is allowed using funds from the Community Services and Support component of the Mental Health Services Act (MHSA).
Sub-Component: Full Service Partnerships

What’s allowed? Including but not limited to:

· rent subsidies, 

· housing vouchers, 

· house payments, 

· residence in a drug/alcohol rehabilitation program, and 

· transitional and temporary housing. 

Authority: California Code of Regulations, Title 9, Division 1, Chapter 14, Section 3620(a)(1)(B)(iii)
Benefits Individuals or System?
Individually based - tied to the specific service needs of an individual, and when appropriate, their family. 
Sub-Component: Outreach and Engagement

What’s allowed? May be used for:

· Short term housing only when the purpose is 

 to engage un-served or underserved individuals, and their families, in the mental health system.

Authority: California Code of Regulations, Title 9, Division 1, Chapter 14, Section 3640(b) (2)).
Benefits Individuals or System?  Individually based – tied to the specific service needs of an individual, and when appropriate, their family.

Sub-Component: General System Development

What’s allowed? May be used for:

· acquisition, construction, &/or renovation of housing dedicated for a minimum of 20 years 

· master leasing of housing, including costs of repairs needed to restore a unit damaged by a MHSA tenant upon vacating 

· project-based operating subsidies for housing units acquired with GSD funds
· housing trust fund only when an irrevocable transfer of GSD funds is made to a local government entity for a specific housing project.
Authority: California Code of Regulations, Title 9, Division 1, Chapter 14, Section 3200.170 & Section 3630 (b) (1) (C).

Benefits Individuals or System?  Non-individual-based housing costs, i.e., project- based housing expenditures
Sub-Component: MHSA Housing Program
What’s allowed? May be used for:

· development, acquisition, construction and/or rehabilitation of permanent supportive housing for individuals with mental illness who are homeless or at risk of homelessness and their families.

(Permanent Supportive housing is intended to mean  affordable rental housing that is linked to on-site and off-site services in which the individual has tenant rights via a leasehold.)
Authority: California Code of Regulations, Title 9, Division 1, Chapter 14, Section 3615 (a)

Benefits Individuals or System?  Non-individual-based housing costs, i.e., project- based housing expenditures.
In addition to the Housing expenditures allowed above, several counties requested and received approval for the use of “One Time” funds to support MHSA Housing services, either through immediate projects or the establishment of a “housing trust fund” for future projects.  “One Time” funds were specific amounts made available to counties out of the SFY 05/06 Community Services and Supports component Planning Estimates to allow counties to begin the development of infrastructure necessary to support MHSA implementation. “One Time” funds may be spent for their approved activity through the end of SFY 07/08.

* Capital costs for 24-hour treatment facilities are allowed using funds under the Capital Facilities and Technological Needs component of the MHSA.
