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FORMAT FOR SUBMITTING INFORMATION FOR THE
OLMSTEAD ADVISORY COMMITTEE
LEGISLATION LIST
Second Year of 2007-08 Legislative Session
The California Health and Human Services Agency (CHHS) compiles and updates a Legislation List related to Olmstead implementation activities.  The list is developed based on Olmstead Advisory Committee input.  Committee members are asked to submit information on bills that have a substantial impact on Olmstead implementation—whether advancing or impeding implementation—to include on the list.  The Legislation List helps to advise and flag bills for the Secretary of CHHS as well as guide discussion at Committee meetings.

In August 2007, Committee members asked for a more organized, focused Legislation List that would contain a section for bills very directly and substantially related to Olmstead implementation, and another section for bills that might be considered less directly Olmstead-related but are still important to highlight.  OAC members are asked to use the following format when submitting bill information for the OAC Legislation List.  
STATE OR FEDERAL OLMSTEAD-RELATED  LEGISLATION

1. Bill #, Author, and Sponsor (for Federal bills, just list Sponsor) 
2. Short summary of the bill
3. Does the bill advance or impede Olmstead implementation?
4. Explain the bill’s substantial impact on/relationship to Olmstead 
5. For Federal legislation, note what the recommendation is (Support or oppose parts of the bill?  Improve the bill?  Other?)
STATE LEGISLATION TO HIGHLIGHT
1. Bill#, Author, and Sponsor
2. Short summary of the bill

3. Explain why this legislation is important to flag
The Olmstead Advisory Committee Policy Filter criteria
1. Achieves measurable progress towards diverting individuals from institutions and transitioning individuals from less-integrated to more-integrated settings.
2. Fosters and promotes an individual's informed choice in his/her living arrangement.
3. Increases an individual's ability to participate, live and work in the community.
4. Sustains and/or builds upon home and community-based services and supports to enable an individual to choose to live, work and participate in the community.
5. Advances the implementation of the California Olmstead Plan.
6. Provides supports and services to all individuals in a culturally and linguistically competent manner.
7. Conforms to the legal rights of persons with disabilities, as identified in the Americans with Disabilities Act and other state and federal disability civil rights laws. 
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
