California Community Transitions (CCT)

Transitions Update
From December 2008 through July 9, 2010 CCT lead organizations and partnering agencies have supported 216 individuals in their transitions, and 341 individuals are in various stages of transition planning at the present time.  Of the individuals who have moved to the community: 184 enrolled in CCT and 32 others were either ineligible or chose not to be part of the demonstration. Of the 216 people who transitioned successfully, 52 have completed the demonstration period of 365 days. 
General characteristics of the 184 CCT participants include:

· Female:  91; Male: 93.

· Age ranges:  teens (3); 20s (11); 30s (13); 40s (24); 50s (61); 60s (47); 70s (15); 80s (7); 90s (3).

· Housing:  apartment (71); duplex or single-family home (48); community care facility: (65).
· Service plans:  DD waiver (81); IHSS only (47); NF/AH waiver (40); MSSP (2); SMHC program (1); MCM (12), Home set-up only (1).
· Target populations of participants:  developmental disabilities (81); physical disabilities (64); older adults (22); dual diagnoses (13); mental health (4).
