The Multipurpose Senior Services Program (MSSP) 1915(c) Home and Community-Based Services (HCBS) waiver expires June 30, 2009.   This waiver can be renewed for five years.  Under the MSSP waiver, the California Department of Aging contracts with forty-one local government or nonprofit agencies to provide HCBS to Medi-Cal beneficiaries who are 65 years or older as an alternative to nursing facility placement.  MSSP services include care management, health care and personal care assistance, respite care, housing assistance, meal services, transportation, protective services, emergency response systems, and chore services. 

Issues for the February 17, 2009 stakeholders’ meeting include:

 

1. Broadening the qualifying requirements for Registered Nurses beyond Public Health Nursing, to cover Geriatric Nursing and related fields.

2. Incorporating provisions of the Quality Assurance Framework that the federal Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS) is requiring for all waiver programs. 

The Department plans on sending the MSSP waiver renewal  package to CMS during mid-March 2009.
