6 California Community Choices: Long-Term Care Finance Study

The Department of Health Care Services (DHCS), in consultation with the Legislature and other stakeholders, has been working toward a renewal of the State’s existing federal 1115 waiver that will expire later this year. Since the November 2009 Olmstead Advisory Committee meeting, DHCS has convened a Stakeholder Advisory Committee and four Technical Workgroups. 8 Transitions from Long-term Care Facilities 





    
Implementation of the Minimum Data Set (MDS) 3.0 is slated for October 1 of this year. One part of the MDS captures whether or not long-term care facility residents express a desire to return to the community. The new MDS requirements change how the questions are asked and what must be done in response to a resident’s stated desire to return to the community.  States are required to implement the new requirements beginning October 1, 2010. A panel discussion will bring forward the challenges and opportunities from various stakeholder perspectives.
