4. Planning and Research






                 (a) Alzheimer’s Disease State Plan development. The Alzheimer’s Disease State Plan Task Force has convened community meetings, conducted an on-line survey and key informant interviews, and worked in subcommittees to develop preliminary recommendations. Members will hear about the progress made and discuss the recommendations in relation to Olmstead priorities. 

(b) Budget Impacts studies. The committee has prioritized studies that analyze impact of State budget actions on older adults and people with disabilities. Members will hear status of research concepts and proposals.
( c) Home and Community Based Services Study. The California Medicaid Research Institute at the University of California has been working with state and federal departments to collect the data needed to inform research on home and community based services in California. Researchers will (i) provide information about status and next steps for the HCBS Study, and (ii) solicit input on priority research questions.

· Public Housing Authorities in several local areas have submitted applications to increase their allocation of Section 8 housing vouchers in partnership with local organizations providing transitions services to residents of institutional care settings. Local progress and challenges will be discussed as well as recommendations for priority issues for a housing workgroup to address. 

· New Freedom Mobility Management grant supporting state and local planning. Director Lynn Daucher will discuss this partnership between the California Department of Aging and CalTrans.
