Housing issues. 

Issue Home Upkeep Allowance All County Letter.
· Done on (date) and posted to the OAC website.

Modify regulations to be consistent with federal rules, not more restrictive.

· Regulations package is in clearance and will be shared with the committee and the public for clearance as soon as possible. It did not meet the standard for expedite as a non-substantive change in policy. 

Question of how local public housing authorities identify and how the State tracks the number of accessible units targeted in housing elements of local consolidated plans. 

· A Housing Workgroup has been established under the OAC and includes representatives if the HCD. This item is part of the originating agenda for discussion. 

Home Upkeep Allowance: an increase in the HUA would assist individuals’ return to home following necessary rehabilitative stays at skilled nursing facilities.

· DHCS has completed fiscal projections for increasing the monthly maximum allowance from $209 to $600 which has been shared with the committee.

Assisted Living waiver services:
Members have questioned the requirement to have a home health service agency branch office within a public housing site in order to be approved as an assisted living provider. 

Members have asked how DHCS is assuring that Medi-Cal beneficiaries will benefit from the Assisted Living waiver without discrimination based on their need for accessible residential settings.
