BRC Recommendations Relating to Family Finding and Engagement:

· At the earliest possible point in their involvement with the family, child welfare agencies engage family members, including extended family wherever they may live, to support the family and children in order to prevent placement whenever possible.  Child welfare systems should develop and improve internal protocols for finding family members. (From Recommendation 1A.)
· The courts and child welfare agencies expedite services for families and ensure that foster children maintain a relationship with all family members and other important people in their lives. (From Recommendation 1B.)
